Guests can purchase wood at

a rate of R70 per XL bag, with

payment due before

departure.

All necessary utensils for a

braai (barbecue) are located

nearby, and a potjie pot can

be found inside.

Firestarters and firelighters

are provided, but guests are

advised to pack additional

supplies.

Built-in-Braai(Barbecue):

It is important not to touch the oven while a
fire is burning, as it may cause burns.
Always ensure that the water level in the
hot tub is at least 2cm higher than the base
of the chimney.
The lid must be partially opened (there is a
slot) while the fire is burning.
Guests can purchase wood for the hot tub
at a rate of R70 per XL bag, with payment
due before departure.
Please make prior arrangements with us if
you wish to have the hot tub heated upon
your arrival. Please note that there is a
charge of R70 for each bag of wood used
to heat the tub. 

NO PREPARATION OF FOOD IS ALLOWED ON
THE HOT TUB OVEN. FAILURE TO COMPLY

WILL RESULT IN FINES.

Prior to arrival, all guests must complete

an indemnity form.

The tap water is sourced from a fresh
fountain and is safe for consumption.
Oakron is connected to the grid so please
check the loadshedding schedule for
Patatsfontein or Montagu prior to your
visit.
